ISM operatives have

slipped into Israel as

These operatives

agitate, stage

confrontations and

collect intelligence on

IDF positions. They

interfere with IDF

operations and cooperate

with anarchists and

Israeli BDS activists.

Pro-Hamas Agenda

ISM operatives were observed recently at a 

Hamas march in Hebron and at a rally in 

support of terrorists in Ramallah. They 

continue to express extreme positions, 

including support for rocket attacks by 

Hezbollah and Syria against Israel. 



ISM operatives are at the forefront of the campaign to

delegitimize Israel. They exert pressure on foreign embassies,

deny that a massacre was carried out by Hamas, and accuse

Israel of committing war crimes, with particular emphasis on

accusations of IDF and “settler violence.”



Israeli partners:

ISM partners with extreme 

radical Israeli operatives 

involved in similar 

activities, and regularly 

hosts foreign journalists on 

field tours, providing 

carefully crafted video and 

other materials to the media.   

A recent example: An IDF post 

near Maon was overrun by 

Israeli and foreign 

“activists” who staged and 

broadcasted a confrontation 

with the troops, claiming 

“IDF and settler violence.” 



Legal Remedies

ISM operatives and other non-

citizens who publicly support

the boycott of Israel may be

denied entry or the right to

remain in Israel.

Additionally, these

“activists” are apparently

violating the law by entering

Israel under false pretenses,

stating the purpose of their

visit as tourism rather than

political activity.

Coordination among the

relevant authorities is needed

in order to keep pro-Hamas

activists out.

Wears a

pendant of the map of Israel in

Palestinian colors representing the

“liberation of Palestine from the

River to the Sea” and the

eradication of Israel.

Since the beginning of the war, she

has joined ISM operatives in

activities in the Hebron area,

including reconnaissance and the

storming of the IDF post near Maon.

Well known BDS activist and

anarchist. In recent years, active

mainly in the Jordan Valley.

Since the outbreak of

the war, he has brought UN

officials and foreign journalists

to the Jordan Valley and to Judea

and Samaria for anti-Israel

briefings on IDF “crimes” in Gaza

and Judea-Samaria.

Summary

1. ISM is a pro-Hamas “resistance” organization whose 

leadership supports the massacre carried out by Hamas 

against the “Zionists.”

2. ISM operatives joined forces with other Israeli and 

foreign operatives during the Swords of Steel War to 

engage in activities in Judea and Samaria aimed at 

delegitimizing Israel in the international arena and 

to carry out provocations targeting IDF troops.

3. The State of Israel has the necessary legal tools to 

deport these foreign agitators on the grounds of 

violation of the anti-boycott law and the laws 

regulating entry to Israel. Similarly, the State has 

the legal tools at its disposal to restrict the entry 

of pro-BDS Israeli agitators to sensitive areas, thus 

significantly limiting the activities of the 

organizations involved in the delegitimization 

campaign and preventing the disruption of IDF 

activities in a time of war.
